Immigrant Leadership Fund 

 
In December, 2006, the Hyams Foundation trustees were pleased to approve $640,000 in grants for 
technical assistance and operating expenses through its new Immigrant Leadership Fund (ILF).  These 
grants align with the Foundation’s mission “to increase economic and social justice and power within 
low-income communities in Boston and Chelsea, Massachusetts” by supporting immigrant and  
refugee-led organizations that are committed to and intentional in their efforts to develop constituent 
engagement and leadership.   
 
The ILF network includes a mix of “emerging” and “established” organizations representing diverse 
communities.  The Foundation staff will work with the immigrant-led organizations to identify 
intermediary organizations or consultants to provide technical assistance on specific organizational 
issues.  The network will provide opportunities for the Foundation and the grantees to share and learn 
about the critical issues that face their respective communities and the strategies that support and 
engage community members in finding solutions.  
 
Three-year grants for technical assistance and operating expenses were awarded to the following 
organizations, with the annual release of grants being contingent on progress made in achieving 
specific goals and outcomes:
